AIRPORT:
A shared transfer is organized to the campus. Upon his/her arrival in Nice International airport, your child will
be met by our representative who will be wearing .

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ANIMATION PROGRAM:

ROOM ACCESS:

Access to the rooms depends on the schedule posted on the campus. In general, rooms are closed:

OPTION 2: AUTOMATIC EVENING PERMISSION as below:

HOSPITAL STAYS:

If you live in the European Union, your child will have to present the European Health Insurance Card but it does
not necessarily exempt from paying medical fees at the hospital.

In any case, you must pay of all the costs involved for your child before he/she is released from hospital, then
you can contact your health insurance for a refund. You will have to reimburse all medical expenses that could
possibly be engaged by CIA for your child within 48 hours.

POCKET MONEY:

We recommend 80€ to 100€ per week pocket money for the students.
Please note that there are 50€ administration fees if you want to send money to your child through the school.
